I've publishee 215News-Skye Can-
yon for six months now, but I hadn’t
seen such
a big reac-
tion to the
publica-
tion as I
have since
the March
issue start-
ed hitting
4,400-plus
homes in
the mail.

When
I started
with the first issue in October, I be-
gan with a print run of only 1,000
copies and I put it out in many of the
shops in the Skye Canyon Market-
place, including the Smith’s.

I got the word out through some
Facebook pages devoted to Skye
Canyon and that was very helpful.

I put a rack at the Omelette
Cafe and had to restock it after they
all got picked up.

I got approval to leave a rack at the
Skye Center.

Even still, a lot of people didn’t
know about the publication.

This past month, I decided it was
time to increase my printing to 5,000
copies and direct-mail to every home
and business in the community.

My email and phone blew up.

One of the calls I received was from
Olivia Spatz. She had seen and picked
up the publication once or twice since
I had started, but when it came in the
mail she decided to give me a call.

Spatz is a Skye Canyon resident
and a Realtor. We chatted for a few

minutes when she told me about
this group of women she mentors as
part of a program called Technology
Babes. She created a class where she
helps women entrepreneurs develop
websites and a social media presence.

They meet up weekly at the Skye
Center. OK, I thought, that’s a good
community story. You can read
about it on page 6.

There have been a number of oth-
er residents who have contacted me
with great story ideas that I'm sure
you'll read about in the upcoming
months.

The 2025 Skye Canyon Fit Fest
was its biggest event ever, with
more than 400 runners signed
up in seven divisions of 5k/8k and
I-mile runs.

Race participants received a
commemorative medal, t-shirt and
swag bag. Besides the run, there
was a rock climbing wall, recov-
ery massages, vendor village and
inflatable games, along with food
trucks.

As has been the case since the
event started five years ago, 100
percent of the race registration fees
were donated to the Kline Veterans
Fund, a local non-profit that sup-
ports homeless and at-risk veter-
ans and their families in Southern
Nevada.

“We provide rental, utilities,
mortgage, security deposits to
assist veterans,” said Leslie Arel-
lanos, program manger for the
Kline Veterans Fund. “We also
have opportunities for veterans
dependent students. We give five
scholarships yearly to veteran
dependent students. This year,
we’ve upped that to $2,000 for
two years.”

The Kline Veterans Fund also
provides other services, such as
handing out clothing items and
service dog scholarship to provide
training.

The funding from the Skye Can-
yon Fit Fest helps the program
grow. Arellanos said with increas-
ing rents and mortgages, this event
helps them support more veterans.

“They donate everything from
this event,” she said.

The Kline Veterans Fund has
provided more than $1.9 million in
assistance and have served more
than 12,000 veterans, including
2,236 disabled veterans.

Tech savvy Skye Canyon
resident gives instruction
to help women entrepreneurs

A few years back, Skye Canyon
resident Olivia Spatz decided she
needed to learn more about tech-
nology and social media marketing
to have success in her various busi-
ness ventures. So she did what she
always does, dive headfirst into the
issue and learn all about it,

She learned enough that friends
and other women business owners
started reaching out to find out what
she was doing.

“Initially, I was doing my own
thing,” said Spatz, who works as a
Realtor. “And then people were ask-
ing me who does all this for you? I
told them I do everything. People
wanted me to teach them, so I cre-
ated a course.”

That course has developed into
a weekly meeting at the Skye Cen-

ter with between six and 12 women
business owners enrolled in a pro-
gram Spatz has dubbed “Technol-
ogy Babes.”

“It's all women and we support
each other because tech can some-
times be confusing and stressful,”
Spatz said. “We put a system in place
where you can feel confident and do
it yourself. You can understand the
terminology, the vocabulary. It can
sometimes be overwhelming.”

Spatz offers a full course delving
into all aspects of technology related
to business, such as creating a web-
site and individual classes on the
various platforms of social media
marketing. Her students range from
other Realtors to a pet sitter, yoga in-
structor and an influencer.

“Every business is in a new age now;”

Spatz said. “We have to be online and
we have to entertain platforms such as
YouTube, Pinterest. There are over 20
platforms. So we come together each
week and spend about two hours and
support each other.”

On a recent Wednesday morning,
five of the Technology Babes class
got together, along with Spatz, to
learn about creating YouTube vid-
eos. They try to hold each other ac-
countable to come prepared to dis-
cuss the topic of the day.

“If someone has a trick theyve
learned, they can bring that into the
meeting,” Spatz said. “We talk about
our successes and what works and
doesn’t work.”

Sabrina Wright is a yoga instruc-
tor at BreathofSoul.com. She says
Spatz and Technology Babes have
guided her through the technology
maze since 2020 and helped her de-
velop her own website.

“It can get overwhelming, but the
great thing is she breaks it down and
each week and we focus on certain
things,” she said. “The technical
part is what made me stuck here
and there, but once you find the
rhythm and feel purposeful in what
youre doing in business, it makes it
all worth it.”

Sarah King has a pet sitting busi-
ness at petsittinglv.com, but in real-
ity, she’s an animal advocate. Besides
her website, King’s Pet Sitting Las
Vegas Facebook page has a num-
ber of recent posts, including one

showing how dandelion weeds in
the back yard can be a great source
of calcium and other minerals that
support hydration and digestion for
reptile pets.

“I really aspire to give alternative
approaches to pet care,” she said.

Staci Michelle Virga developed
StaciMichelleLifestyle.com as styl-
ist and influencer.
